· Directly benefit children in need
Or
· Work to protect our environment
Unfortunately, IKEA New Haven cannot support: 
· Requests from individuals
· Auctions, raffles, event sponsorships or other fundraising events
· Non-academic school programs, i.e. sports, troops, camps, carnivals, class parties, field trips, etc.
· Any organization with a religious, political, or fraternal affiliation
· Third party organizations raising funds for a charity
· Sports teams, leagues, golf tournaments
· Literature or any other items distributed or sold on our property at any time
· Foundations, capital campaigns, scholarships, or endowment fund drives
· Projects with a narrow focus: one class, sponsorships or individuals seeking assistance or participating in contests and competitions
· Organizations known to discriminate or operate in an unethical manner
· Organizations whose services are not provided in the local area
