We look for partners 

within close proximity to Schaumburg, IL. 

 

How we choose our partners

• Religious, political, fraternal or third-party organizations 

• Contest, raffles, silent auctions, event sponsorships, foundations, endowment programs, charitable 

advertising, golf outings, capital campaigns or other fundraising events 

• Non-academic school programs: sports, troops, camps, competitions, carnivals, parties, etc. 

• Conferences, seminars, recognition, volunteer or fundraising thank-you events
