The Auto Off function

This function decreases energy consumption
by automatically deactivating the appliance
when it is not operating.

The function comes into operation:

+ 15 minutes after the completion of the
programme.

Starting a programme

Try a
different brand or activate the rinse aid dispenser and
use rinse aid and multi-tablets together.

The interior of the appliance
is wet.

This is not a defect of the appliance. it is caused by the
humidity in the air that condenses on the walls.

Unusual foam during
washing.

Use the detergent for dishwashers only.
There is a leak in the rinse aid dispenser. Contact an
Authorised Service Centre.

Traces of rust on cutlery.

Silver and stainless steel cutlery were placed together.

There are residues of
detergent in the dispenser at
the end of the programme.
